Is your child reading on grade level?

The answer to this question might be more
important than you think. A recent study
found that a child who can't read on grade
level by third grade is four times less likely to
graduate from high school by age 19 than
a child who is reading on grade level in
third grade.

The study’s author, Donald J.
Hernandez, said “We teach reading
for the first three grades and then
after that children are not so .
much learning to read but using
their reading skills to learn other W :
topics. In that sense if you haven'’t iStockphoto
succeeded by third grade it’s more difficult
to [catch up] than it would have been if you started before then.”
